Fukui Institute for Fundamental Chemistry was initially established as a private foundation, Institute for Fundamental
Chemistry (IFC), in 1984 to commemorate Dr Ken-ichi Fukui's Nobel Prize in 1981. IFC was donated to Kyoto University in
April 2002 and has been relaunched as one of the institutes of Kyoto University.

This institute inherits the research philosophy of Dr Ken-ichi Fukui, integrating advanced fundamental chemistry and related
fields of science, and constructing next generation theoretical chemistry concepts, with the aim of creating a novel view of
molecular and material science leading the world. Also, we have been supporting young researchers for their original research
since 2003.
